On Wednesday, September 16th Endicott Interconnect (EI) in Endicott, NY hosted a tour of their North Street facility for the Southern Tier Chapter of APICS. EI originally was a part of IBM and has been in the business of advanced PC Board manufacturing for over 40 years. The division was sold to private local interests in 2002. Since then EI has continually enhanced their technology and is now a world class supplier of advanced electronic packaging and mechanical equipment specializing in fabrication and assembly of complex circuit boards, flip chip and wire bond semi-conductors for applications in defense, computing, communications, and medical devices. 

Prior to the start of the tour John Shearer, Materials Manager of the Complex Products Division, gave an overview the EI operation and some of the history of the business. The two hour tour covered the panel manufacturing and complex assembly areas. It is evident that EI has invested heavily in the equipment required to compete in the advanced manufacturing of these high tech products. The tour guides directed us through the areas where the laminated circuit boards are manufactured, machined, plated, and assembled. Their commitment to quality was evident with in process inspection steps supported by laser precision optical measurement systems. It is a very impressive operation.
